What are the name of the composer and the title of the pieces being played? Who are the performers? What type of group is performing (choral, orchestra, ensemble, jazz band, etc.)? The paper is typewritten in Times New Roman, 12 point font, double-spaced, and with1 inch margins. Simply replace this text with your writing to keep the format required for this paper. 

[Describe the Music and the Performance] In about 1 1/3 page, write a descriptive passage of some of the music performed, using vocabulary you have learned in class and from your textbook. You should first give the title(s) of the piece(s) you are discussing, and the name(s) of the performer(s) before you go into the detail of the music. You may consider the following: What was the instrumentation? How did the melody sound? Can you define a form in the pieces? How did the music and the acoustics sound to you? You may reflect your reaction to the music as you describe the music; but your reaction should always refer to the description of the music. Always try to be specific and relevant.

[Conclusion] In the last 1/3 of a page, in one or two paragraphs, summarize your concert experience. You may address the following questions that are most relevant to your concert experience: Did you like or dislike the experience overall, and why? Did the music have any sorts of impact on you? If so, in what ways did it do? And what do you think is/are the reason(s) for the impact? Was it the composition, the performance, or a combination of the two that prompted those responses?
